The skills of the charity’s critical care paramedics and doctors, supported by specialist medical equipment, enables them to provide leading edge care in extreme, often life-threatening situations.  
On call every day for up to 19 hours, the team responds to an average of four incidents daily, attending by helicopter or critical care cars. Speed is their superpower. The helicopter can reach anywhere in Wiltshire and Bath within 11 minutes.
